From "Extracts from the Diary of Rev Peter Walkden", the minister at Hesketh
Lane Chapel, who l i v e d at Daub H a l l , C h i p p i n g Hhich he farmed with the help of
hi s fami 1y.
The "window peeper" was a government o f f i c i a l a p p o i n t e d to count and report
upon the number of windows in the houses and charge the tax to the occupiers.
Windo w tax was imposed in 1696. In 1825 houses w i t h less than 8 windows were
exempt. The tax was abolished in 1B51, but in Scotland it had been abolished
much earlier in 1707.

On Wednesday evening ( l l t h May 1B92) a large number of farmers and others

resident in C h i p p i n g and neighbourhood assembled in the Old School at C h i p p i n g
for the purpose of hearing a lecture on "What the Farmers Ought to Know," by
Mr E.B.Loynd, of Great Harwood, and under the auspices of the Conservative
Association of the Darwen D i v i s i o n . Mr R.Smith, J.P. , C.C., of Longridge,
presided, and he was supported by a number o-f g e n t l e m e n . Those present had
assembled, as they thought, to receive some p r a c t i c a l hints in connection w i t h
•farming, but were much surprised and d i s a p p o i n t e d , and in fact, many, though
Tories, were disgusted w i t h the d i a t r i b e against Mr Gladstone to which they
were p r i v i l e g e d to listen. The attack on Mr Gladstone, and a few remarks on
the excellence of the work performed by the present Government occupied the
m a i n portion of the lecture, at the close of w h i c h Mr John Thomas, o-f
W h i t e w e l l , asked several pertinent questions.
He said the Tory Government had been in power now for six years, and he WQuld
LLfi? *9 k.n_9w_*lh!tL_thej' _had_(ione Jar t_h_e_ farmers.

Songs were rendered at
various times in the programme by Mr Jas.W.Parker, of C h i p p i n g , and Messrs
Bleazard and R i m i n g t o n of Thorneyholme. The refreshment room was under the
superintendence of Mrs W i l l i a m Gudgeon and Mrs Seed. Some Scotch m e l o d i e s
were g i v e n on the v i o l i n by Mr Tett of Wyresdale.
